The Paul Peck Institute for American Culture and Civic Engagement is pleased to announce the Paul Peck Civic Engagement Awards for Spring 2009 and asks you to remind students that May 15, 2009 is the deadline to apply for an award. 

To be considered for one of the Paul Peck Civic Engagement Awards, the following criteria must be met: 
· Student applicants must be currently enrolled at any campus of Montgomery College or through distance education and must have earned at least 12 credits at the college. As an alternative, they may be Montgomery College alumni who graduated within the last year. 

· The civic engagement service must have been performed during the past 18 months. 

· Applicants for this award are asked to submit the following materials: (1) a completed form, which is available, below, or at the Institute Web site, www.montgomerycollege.edu/Departments/americanculture/civicengagementaward.doc; (2) an essay of 500-700 words, in standard format, explaining the tasks completed or services performed and how they relate to American principles or values, freedom, and participatory democracy; and (3) verification of service performed and tasks completed. This verification must be on letterhead of the organization served and must state that the work was completed and was of acceptable quality. 

· Awards are given at two levels: the SILVER Civic Engagement Award requires 60 hours of volunteer or minimally-compensated civic engagement; the Gold Civic Engagement Award requires 120 hours of volunteer or minimally-compensated civic engagement. Students who have earned a SILVER Civic Engagement Award need only complete 60 additional hours of civic engagement in order to qualify for a GOLD Civic Engagement Award. All award recipients will be recognized at a special awards ceremony and will receive special consideration for placement in a paid internship. 

· Recipients of the SILVER AWARD will receive a $100 check and a certificate and are eligible for consideration for a $400 Civic Engagement Scholarship for use at any college or university. Silver Award applicants must have taken at least 12 credit hours at Montgomery College and maintained a 3.25 grade point average for Montgomery College coursework or shown significant grade improvement in their last 9 credits which resulted in raising their GPA to approximately 3.10 or higher. Recipients of the GOLD AWARD will receive a $200 check and a certificate and are eligible for a $1000 Civic Engagement Scholarship for use at any college or university. These applicants must have taken at least 24 credit hours at Montgomery College and maintained a 3.5 grade point average for Montgomery College coursework or shown significant grade improvement in their last 18 credits which resulted in raising their GPA to approximately 3.25 or higher. Gold Award recipients who do not receive a $1000 scholarship will be automatically considered for a $400 scholarship.

Applications for Spring 2009 awards will be accepted for consideration until the deadline of May 15, 2009. Applications must be submitted in hard-copy to the following office:
