President's Report to the Board

He noted that commencement would be held
on Friday, May 22; noted that faculty and staff contributed more than $36,000 to the Student
Success Campaign; and commented on the new partnership with Dickinson College. Dr.
Johnson thanked Trustee Shulman for hosting the MC Scholars tea at her home; announced
the retirements of Dr. Mary Kay Shartle-Galotto and Dr. Hercules Pinkney; and updated the
Board on the 2010 budget. Dr. Johnson recognized the work of Dr. Donna Kinerney,
instructional dean for adult ESOL and literacy programs, who testified before the U.S. House
Subcommittee on Higher Education, Lifelong Learning, and Competitiveness on May 5. He
thanked everyone in the room for a good year.

Trustee Shulman thanked Dr. Shartle-Galotto for her service to Montgomery College and noted
that she would be missed by the Board and the College and there will be two holes left in the
institution. Trustee Kaufman noted that Dr. Shartle-Galotto and Dr. Pinkney are two of the finest
people that he has had the pleasure of knowing, and he has been in awe of their dedication to
the institution. He thanked them very much for their service to Montgomery College. Trustee
Felton thanked Dr. Shartle-Galotto and Dr. Pinkney for their dedication and commitment to the
College and the community and indicated that they have left a tremendous legacy.

Dr. Lynch noted that the College’s target is 20:1 and is used primarily for budgeting. It helps the
College to determine personnel needs. The College tries to get to this ratio to be as efficient as
possible.

Trustee Counihan complimented Dr. Lynch on the clarity of statistics, the reports, charts, tables,
and everything. Everything is very clear and readable. Dr. Lynch thanked him and he will pass
on the compliments to Dr. Arlene Blaylock who prepares the reports each month.
