On motion by Trustee Smith, seconded by Trustee Godwin, the motion passed and the Board 
approved and adopted agenda item #XV. 
 
Ms. Donna Dimon, Chief Budget and Management Studies Officer, answered several questions 
from the Board.  Trustee Smith asked Ms. Dimon to note the changes in the budget from the 
last time.  Ms. Dimon indicated that these are tough times and that there will be other cuts 
levied and the news from the County and State get worse each day. 
 
Trustee Massada indicated that students are willing to help, but hopes that the Board will keep 
tuition as low as possible. 
 
Trustee Blackwell indicated that community colleges are on the national agenda and wanted to 
know if they will be getting stimulus money.  Ms. Dimon indicated that stimulus money is a one-
time thing. 
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Trustee Smith thanked Ms. Dimon for her comments and answers and hopes that she keeps an 
eye on the budget and keeps the quality of instruction at the level that students need.

There was no new business to come before the Board. 

 

XVII.  Adjournment     
 
In compliance with the Annotated Code of Maryland, Title 10-508, subject to Chapter 655 of the 
Laws of 1991, the Chair announced that the Board voted to hold an Executive Session
